Yip, that pretty well sums it up for the start of my Saturday morning jaunt down to 

Crail to support the ADMC contingent for the last tarmac single venue rally of the 2011 

season.  Once again our club was fairly well represented with: 

Quentin Milne/Lisa Watson in an Evo 9 

Paul Ballantine in his Clio Sport 

Keith Robathan in the MkII 

Ian Sheills/Nicola Ritchie in somebody else‟s Focus (!) 

Iain Miller/Gary McDonald in the Pug 106 

The Evo 9 is a new buy for Quentin and was billed as a „shake down, bit of fun‟.  Aye 

right!  This guy (as we all know doesn‟t do this kind of thing) was pretty much on the pace 

right from the off and if not for an error on the last stage of the day could well have won the 

rally outright. 

Paul didn‟t have the best of times either and retired the car (hopefully) before too 

much internal damage to the engine. 

Keith again had some gremlins to deal with and decided on an early bath. 

So then, who‟s left?  Oh aye, the Miller/McDonald and Sheills/Ritchie crews.  Now, 

not being of the controversial persuasion, I will (as ever) simply make you aware of the facts 

and leave all opinion making to you, dear reader.  To be completely honest, I‟m not sure what 

to make of these guys (et guyess).  It is fair to say that it is most unlikely that either crew will 

ever win a rally outright.  This is not being disrespectful or derogatory in any way.  Both 

teams openly admit that they have neither the car nor the budget to do so.  They are not 

lacking in ambition either and are, in their own way, competitive.  Maybe a wee bit of team 

background would help you decide. 

Iain Miller has spent the past few seasons on the sprint/hillclimb scene and was 

relatively happy with his Fiesta until it went the way all Fiestas do – to the motor sport 

graveyard.  He then bought a Pug 106 Rally Car and decided that mayhap it was time to 

spread his motor sport wings a wee bit and try his hand (and feet) at single venue rallying.  

Hey, if it didn‟t work out he could always go back to sprinting.  Ian‟s‟ first outing was at 

Crail last November with Neil Buchan sitting in the co-drivers seat and a creditable finish 

meant no more sprinting for this guy.  He hooked up this season with Gary McDonald and the 

two of them have had a blast at each of the rallies they‟ve contested.  Providing they manage 

to finish, finish a few places higher than they started and regularly beat their own previous 



stage times, they‟re a happy crew on the drive home.  This season they‟ve manage to collect a 

couple of pots along the way so fair play to them. 

Ian Sheills is a regular co-drive on the SRC scene and sits with ADMC pal Gavin 

Chalmers.  Ian initially invested in a Mazda 323 Turbo and this is to blame for his addiction.  

As it was an older vintage it gave the usual temperamental and unpredictable results so had to 

be replaced.  Ian decided a couple of seasons ago that he‟d build a proper clubman car for 

single venues and prove that this does not need to be an expensive exercise.  Good on yer, 

mate!  He bought a BMW 3 Series as a donor car and after spending a total of less than £2k 

was ready to lock‟n‟load.  Budget rallying had returned – yeehah!  Ian is a committed (or 

should be) rear wheel drive man so the Beemer is an ideal car for him.  He has kinda lost the 

plot a bit along the rally highway in that he‟s now fitted a Jap unit into the car and is manfully 

trying to get Japanese and German technology to talk to each other.  Likes a challenge does 

our man.  Nicola had expressed an interest in co-driving before last season‟s Crail and was 

duly elected for the job.  She enjoyed it so much she came back this year for a repeat 

performance.  Now then, I‟ve sat with Ian on a couple of rallies and must admit it‟s probably 

the easiest seat in Scottish Rallying.  Ian has done the job himself and has a reasonably good 

memory so tends not to get lost at the splits, the most critical part of a stage at single venues.  

I can‟t deny making the wrong split decision in a previous life but am now much more 

relaxed and confident in the job.  Being relaxed in a rally car at Crail (or anywhere really) 

with Ian Sheills is absolutely compulsory!  So long as he gets to the end of one stage and the 

car is ready to start the next – he‟s a happy long chappie!  Stage Times and Overall Positions 

are of no interest to him – he genuinely doesn‟t care.  Happy to arrive, a joy to be running and 

a delight to finish; that‟s his attitude.  He is not one of those who will spend hours trolling 

through results sheets for various rallies, venues and classes to see where the best pickings 

are.  He either builds or borrows a car he knows will give him a fun day out. 

Both these crews are entirely genuine in their love of rallying, their thirst to compete 

and their total lack of mis-placed ambition.  I could say that in the purest form, they don‟t 

actually compete.  Again, I mean no disrespect here.  They do express an interest in how 

others are getting on over the course of the event.  They are genuinely pleased when one of 

their friends achieves a fast time or reasonably high overall or class result.  They do enjoy 

going faster on a second run through a stage than they managed the first time.  If there‟s a 

wee pot at the end of the day – brilliant; if not, hey – we got a finish and that‟s what we came 

for.  And that, dear reader, the crux of this latest pile of drivel. 

Personally, I have witnessed these guys smiling from the start to the finish.  So long 

as there are no problems which cannot be easily solved, they will get the finish they came for 

and go home happy.  “How was that one”?  “Fine, but a bit slow”.  “How was that one”?  

“We were faster that time so it was a lot better”!  Basically, that‟s how they deal with it.

Drivers would take greater care of their cars and would be better drivers 

for it.  It‟s all well and good when someone comments on a spectacular moment mid stage, 

but if that particular moment costs you time on the stage or causes damage to the car, you 

may not get a finish or you may even have a hefty repair bill waiting not too far down the 

road.  Too many moments can cause too many big bills and too many lost entries at the end 

of a season. 

If we were all totally honest, all rallying in Scotland is clubman rallying.  We might 

not like to think of it that way but in reality, that‟s all it is, particularly when viewed from 

outside our borders.  I would personally be delighted to have Scottish Champion after my 

name as would everyone else in Scottish rallying who can‟t lay claim to the title.  However, 

please let‟s not lose sight of the fact that no-one is going to come calling with a fat cheque 

book and a „factory‟ seat for any one of us who does become Scottish Champ. 

Teams Sheills and Miller have probably got it right.  Keep it sensible and keep it 

FUN!  They both achieved their goals last Saturday and finish the rally.  Sheills/Ritchie were 

41st Overall and 11th in Class 4.  Miller/McDonald were 49th Overall and 2nd in Class 1.

Kingdom Stages, Crail Submitted by Nicola Ritchie and Ian Shiells. 

The Kingdom Stages was looming but the car was nowhere near finished and the 

chances of Nicola and I taking part looked remote until Gavin Chalmers, who normally 

drives me around the forest stages of the Scottish Rally Championship, kindly offered to loan 

me the Focus I normally navigate.  So in went our entry then the panic started to get a 

licence, suit and hat organised for Nicola but this was not the only problem as the car had 

returned from Rally Scotland with the offside front suspension and driveshaft completely 

destroyed.  

Gavin‟s team did a fantastic job to get the car ready and when the 3rd new driveshaft 

thankfully remained intact after the first 2 had failed we were ready to go and set off for Crail 

with the intention of walking the stage before nightfall.  This would give us a good idea of 

the layout and grip levels we could expect next day. 

Saturday dawned a beautiful day, clear blue sky and nice and dry. We got through 

scrutineering with only 1 hitch but eventually found that electric fire extinguisher systems 

test more successfully when plugged in. Everything ready then for the 1st stage we joined the 

queue at arrivals and with Nicola assuring me that all was ready, no 1st stage nerves, off we 

went, tidily around the first twisty section and out onto the first long straight(ish) bit to the 

braking area at the end where pressing the pedal hard (VERY) didn‟t seem to do very much. 

Then it dawned, this isn‟t my car and doesn‟t have the BMW‟s ABS to deal with any oh shit 

moments on the brakes. By now the lorry tyre marking the corner is heading straight for the 

middle of our bumper as excuses flash through my mind (few of them good) to explain to 



Gavin the modification to the car. We extract ourselves from the tyre wall and pussy foot 

around the rest of the stage wondering what had happened to the grippy surface we‟d seen the 

previous evening. Luckily Ford make their bumpers well and there is very little damage.  

Nicola‟s confidence was improving rapidly and the instructions started flowing freely, 

so quickly she started commenting on our progress with more oohs and aahs and oh shits 

rapidly replaced by Yee-Haahs with the occasional tidy thrown in for good measure.  

 

Fantastic weather dried the surface out quickly and a chicane over on the west side of 

the airfield matured from tentative in 2nd to banzai flat in 3rd (if you‟re accurate enough) but 

last time through it must have narrowed a bit and we clipped a tyre, unsettling the car enough 

to compromise entry to the next chicane resulting in tyres flying everywhere, luckily all out 

of our way but in front of the cars following close behind. 

On the 2nd last stage we were thundering along towards 1 of the many chicanes and 

catching an Audi but never really in a position to overtake until the thought of being baulked 

for some time brought the horns out and we threw the Focus up the inside scrabbling to get 

somewhere near the apex and past the unsuspecting crew.
