Brown rallies through  
Round six of the Scottish Rally Championship would see Ellon rally driver Stevie Brown travel to Elgin in a bid to secure his championship position. On the build up to the Speyside Stages the event promised a high speed intense battle in which man and machine would be pushed to the limits and inevitably beyond. The 40 stage mile event lived up to its expectation and delivered one of the best rounds in the Scottish rally calendar.

The event would be set into motion with two runs around Elgin’s Cooper Park, the only asphalt stages in the event. Stevie and Aberdeen’s Ian Robertson in the co-driver seat went on to complete the two test to put them in 35th position before they would head to the fast flowing forest stages.

Stage three would see the Five Mile Garage supported driver finish the 4.81 miles stage an impressive 5th fastest two wheel drive car. “That stage was very slippy, but we knew if we were committed we could make up some time on the faster cars” explained Stevie at the end of the stage. 

The twenty year old driver was yet again and impressive 5th fastest two wheel drive car through stage four as the crew drove the last few miles of the stage with a puncture. As the crew headed to the first service stop of the day they were lying 30th overall and second in class.

A half spin on stage five, and hitting a large rock which would damage the manifold would see the Vauxhall Nova crew loose time to their rivals, dropping them to 34th overall. Stage six saw no change on the leader board and they remained 34th overall and 2nd in class behind the Super S1600 of Bruce McCombie. 

On stage seven the stage was stopped due to an accident and the crew were awarded a nominal time. “Because we had to stop in that stage we’ve been given a nominal time which is the time of a competitor who manage to complete the stage competitively. The time is however is not as quick as we would have done the stage and it has cost us positions” explained a clearly disappointed Stevie at the end of the rally.

The final stage of the rally would see the Vauxhall Nova crew on a final last push and completed the stage to climb back up the leader board to finish 29th overall and second in class. “Its been a really good event, it was just a shame about stage seven” said Stevie.

As the championship heads to Newton Stewart for round seven of the championship Stevie Brown is leading the class four battle, and will be pushing for a win on the Scottish boarder event.      
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
