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Dramatic exit to Tunnocks Tour of Mull Rally 
Ellon Rally driver Stevie Brown and co-driver Ian Robertson of Aberdeen made a spectacular exit to the Tunnocks Tour of Mull Rally when they had a high speed accident at the start of the second leg. 
The event which attracts rally fans in their thousands sees the population of the West Coast Island more than double for the rally weekend. The three day event which started on Friday the 12th October and finished on the 14th, saw competitors tackle over 150 miles of the UK’s toughest asphalt stages. With two of the three legs being held at night the event creates a unique challenge for the 150 crews who start the event. 
Brown who clinched the 1600 Scottish Rally Championship earlier this year reported the car was very unstable at the first service stop on Friday evening. “The car is very nervous, it’s really twitchy. Not ideal on these roads!” Despite the car misbehaving over the bumps the crew completed the first leg to finish 45 for the overnight halt. 

The second leg would see crews tackle 50 miles of daylight stages. With the service team finding a loose bottom suspension joint Brown and Robertson set about gaining back the time lost on the first leg. 
A miserable turn of fortune would however see the crew exit the rally as a result of a high speed off on stage 9. “It was on a very fast section, we hit a bump which we didn’t have noted on a fast left corner which threw the car wide onto the grass. 100 meters later the car eventually came to rest on its roof at the side of the road” explained Stevie. 

Both crew members walked away from the accident un-hurt, a testament to the strength of the car and the excellent job the team have done. Stevie explains there are risks you have to take to do well in the sport. “The time to be made is on the fast sections. When you’re pushing on these parts of the stages it’s very easy to have a big accident, we were probably doing about 95mph and were only about 5cm off line which was enough to put us out of the rally.”
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
